Nyo Vweta Nafta was born out of my will to return to Inhambane, a Mozambican city where I've lived in 2010. | had two

ideas in mind: to look for Nafta, a dear friend of mine whose track | had lost, and shoot a short film.

| gathered various supports from Portugal, Mozambique and Argentina, and decided to go there by myself. | had no
script, no story, no synopsis. The desire was to shoot almost on improvisation, in the heat; from that energy something

would have to come out.

| walked through the city, through the fields, through the beaches. | listened to conversations on the streets, | met
people, followed kids in their daily wanderings. Everybody talked about girls and the desire of “getting the hell out of
there” someday, of saving some coins with side jobs and going out to South Africa to get rich. The movie was built out

of these small episodes, around several characters that play no one but themselves.

And then the desire to film a baobab tree. | wondered how the boys managed to climb such enormous trunks in order
to catch their fruits, the malambes. And how | could show this and at the same time show the magnificence of the tree.

All within the same frame.
