DIRECTOR’S BIO 

Miguel Nunes started his career as an actor at the early age of 12 in a TV series. 
During his younger years, Nunes worked with several directors such as João Pedro 
Rodrigues, João Botelho, Margarida Gil, Leonardo Mouramateus, Mónica Lima, 
Miguel Moraes Cabral and Mavi Phillips. He graduated in 2012 with an MFA in 
Theather from the Lisbon Theatre and Film School.  
He won the Best Young Actor Award at Lisbon and Estoril Film Festival in 2011 
with the feature film Swan directed by the Teresa Villaverde. 
In 2016, Nunes leads the cast of Letters from War by Ivo Ferreira - acclaimed by in-
ternational critics as one of the most powerful movies about war in recent years. 
He's also leading the cast of TV series "Dentro" and "Madre Paula" for the public 
TV channel RTP1. 
2017 sets his debut in directing with the short film "Anjo”, which will premiere in 
April of 2018, in IndieLisboa – International Independent Film Festival, in Lisbon. 
  



 

 

 

 

 

 

THE PRODUCTION COMPANY 

VIDEOLOTION is a film and video founded in Lisbon; it proposes to develop 
adaptable production models based on the specific needs of each film, prioritizing 
the works and its authors. Determined to give voice to an emerging generation of 
film and audiovisual artists and technicians, it is their objective to provide them 
with a structured and professional platform that, in an intransigent and hierarchical 
market, is not very accessible to them, fomenting the development of new works 
and stimulating the dialogue between filmmakers and artists with an already estab-
lished audience but, simultaneously, contributing to the development of a universe 
of new spectators. 
With these premises and basis of work in mind, VIDEOLOTION debuted, in 2017, 
its first feature film, Damned Summer, premiering internationally in Locarno’s Film 
Festival and in Portugal in LEFFEST'17. In 2018, VIDEOLOTION continues to de-
velop several works, with the release of SUBSOLO, a five episodes webseries for 
RTP, and the preparation of several feature-films, short-films and series. In April of 
this same year, VIDEOLOTION will release its next film project, You See The Moon 
in the 15th IndieLisboa – International Independent Film Festival.
